Associate Professor and Dean of the Faculty of Sociology and Psychology within the West University
of Timisoara. He earned a bachelor's degree in Timisoara and completed his master's and doctoral
studies at the University of Montpellier 3 in France. His areas of interest are quality of life, social
integration of immigrants and political representation of minorities.

Since 2016, he has coordinated the annual research project Quality of Life in Timisoara, which has
been conducted with a representative sample of at least 1,200 interviewees. This research aims to
analyse inhabitants' perceptions of Timisoara and the degree of satisfaction with the city's quality
of life. The study is structured across five dimensions: satisfaction with the city's infrastructure and
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facilities, satisfaction with environmental indicators, perception of the city and the neighbourhood,
and satisfaction with one's life.

His research interests are quality of life, immigrants’ integration and political representation. He is
co-author of: “Electoral Rules and Ethnic Representation in Romania” (Communist and Post-
Communist Studies), “Clientelism and Political Recruitment in Democratic Transition: Evidence from
Romania” (Comparative Politics), and “Political Recruitment in Romania: Continuity and Change”
in Ronald King and Paul Sum (eds), “Romania under Basescu: Aspirations, Achievements, and
Frustrations during his First Presidential Term”.

Gabriel Martin

PhD candidate in legal sociology, with research interests in the functioning of the criminal justice
system and the impact of institutional reforms on criminal proceedings. My academic work focuses
on the relationship between procedural efficiency and the protection of procedural safeguards, in
the context of legislative, jurisprudential, and digital transformations. My doctoral research
provides an empirical analysis of these changes, using a mixed-methods approach that combines
statistical analysis of criminal case files with interviews conducted with legal professionals. The
objective is to identify the mechanisms through which reforms can simultaneously improve
institutional performance and procedural fairness. During the seminar, | will present the main
theoretical framework, research design, and preliminary findings, supported by a PowerPoint or
PDF presentation that visually summarises the study's structure, hypotheses, and practical
relevance.

Obtained M.A. (1985) and PhD (2000) in Anthropology from the University of Madras, Chennai.
Served in the Anthropological Survey of India (Ministry of Culture, Government of India) for about
30 years in different positions and retired as Joint Director; conducted ethnographic studies on
several castes and tribal communities of southern India.
While working at the Anthropological Survey of India on short deputations, also served as ‘Deputy
Director’ in the Ministry of Tribal Affairs and the National Commission for De-notified and Nomadic
and Semi-nomadic Tribes, New Delhi, during 2006 to 2008, and as ‘Director’ of the Tribal Research
Centre, Tamil Nadu State, during 2009 to 2011.
Post-retirement, served as a Senior Consultant (Research) in the National Commission for Scheduled
Tribes, New Delhi (2022) and Senior Fellow of the Indian Council of Social Science
Research(2023t02025).
Since 2014, on a long-term basis, affiliated with the Indira Gandhi National Open University (IGNOU),
New Delhi, as an Academic Counselor for their M.A.in Anthropology program.
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
